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Membership Selection Process
Talawanda Chapter of the National Honor Society

The selection of members to the Talawanda Chapter of National Honor Society

shall be by a majority vote of the Faculty Council consisting of five faculty

members appointed by the principal. The chapter adviser shall be the sixth,

nonvoting, ex officio member of the Faculty Council. Prior to selection, the

following shall occur:

¥ StudentsO academic records shall be reviewed to determine scholastic eligibil
ity.

¥ Students who are eligible scholastically (OcandidatesO) shall be notified and
asked to complete and submit the Student Activity Information Form for fur
ther consideration for selection.

¥ If a student does turn in the Student Activity Information Form, they will still
be considered a candidate. If a student scholastically eligible wishes not to be
evaluated by the Faculty Council, that should sign and return the Oopt outO
sheet in the packet on which the student and parent acknowledge that they
were viable candidates for this round of selection, but respectfully decline the
invitation to be considered. Returning such forms does not preclude the stu
dent from being considered in the next round of selection as long as he or she
still meets the scholastic eligibility established by the chapter.

¥ The faculty shall be requested to evaluate candidates determined to-be scho
lastically eligible using the official evaluation form provided by the chapter
adviser.

¥ The Faculty Council shall review the Student Activity Information Form and
faculty evaluations in order to determine membership.

¥ The selection of each member to the chapter shall be by a majority vote of the
Faculty Council. Prior to notification of any candidates, the chapter adviser
shall review with the principal the results of the Faculty CouncilOs delibera
tions.

The selection of new active members shall be held twice a year for the graduat
ing class of 2012 and 2013, and shall be once a year during the fall semester of
the school year for the graduating class 2014 and future classes.

Candidates become members when inducted at a special ceremony.-Once se
lected and inducted, all members are expected to maintain the standards by
which they were selected and maintain all obligations of membership.

Students with disabilities may not, and should not, be excluded from corsidera
tion because of their disability; neither must they be given an unfair advantage.
When a student meets NHS standards in every way except that prevented by a
disability, they should not be disqualified from consideration for honorary
membership.

Non-selected students will receive written documentation of their non-selection,
and are eligible for consideration in the next round of selection if the student
stills meets the scholastic eligibility established by the chapter. If a student or
parent wishes to appeal the decision of the Faculty Council, they must contact
the NHS adviser, in writing, within 14 days of non-selection being announced.
The adviser will then pass the written appeal on to the Principal. Outcomes of
an appeal can include, but are not limited to: Rejection of the appeal, sustaining
of the original judgment, request from the principal for the Faculty Council to
reconsider the case, a change in the decision, resulting in the selection of the
student in question.

INTERNET TIP: Search Tips

A very important skill for students (and adults) to learn is searching the internet effectively to avoid wading through lines and lines
(nages and pages?) of irrelevant or inappropriate sites. Try these internet search fips:

1)! Use the Advanced Search option many browsers have. It allows you to be more specific by selecting exact phrases, syno-

nyms, efc..

2) Search terms are very important. Think about what you want to find before typing. You might have to use synonyms
(teens, adolescents, young aduls, etc.). If you're not getting the information you want, rethink your search terms and try
again.

3) Use Phrase search to find a specific phrase with quote marks. This will tell the computer to make sure the phrase is com-

plete. For example: “to be or not to be".

4) Exclude terms by typing a minus sign (-) before them.
If you type: jaguar -cars ~football, you will get information about animals but not about automobiles or sports mascots.

5) Specific Sites It is possible to search for specific sites (edu, gov, org) by typing: site:edu or sitezorg along with your search
words. Use a colon between site and the domain name. This will give you information only from educational, govern-
ment, or organization’s sites. You can also type iraq nyfimes.com to get articles about Iraq only from the New York Times.

Know! To Define Healthy
Dating Relationships

Whether or not your tween appears interested in having a
boyfriend or girlfriend, he or she is likely feeling (or is at the
brink of feeling) peer pressure to "date." Though it is easy to
make light of boyfriend/girlfriend relationships at this young
age, it may be a risky notion; as statistics show that one in
three teens experience an abusive dating relationship prior to
high school graduation.

So while the conversation may feel a bit premature, it is critical
to teach your child, at this early age, about healthy dating
relationships.

Share with your child that:

I A healthy relationship involves having your own friends
and interests - NOT pressure to spend time only with
your boyfriend/girlfriend or that person needing to know
your every move (by calling or texting excessively).

I A healthy relationship involves maintaining your own
voice and point of view - NOT changing your opinion to
avoid conflict with your boyfriend/girlfriend.

I A healthy relationship involves mutual understanding,
trust and respect - NOT jealousy, control or pressure to
do things you do not want to do (like having sex,
drinking alcohol or using other drugs).

Also, let your child know it is his/her right to end the
relationship at any point - keeping in mind, that the other
person does NOT have the right to harass, threaten or make
you feel guilty for it.

Defining healthy relationships before "serious" dating begins is
key. Teaching your child to expect respect and to not put up
with anything less, will benefit him or her both in the short-term
and in seeking a lifetime partner.
